We are coming to you today with good news; GOSPEL in all caps. Sometimes, as when John was put in prison, you simply have to 
stare into the face of a difficult circumstance and proclaim something better. This is what Jesus spoke to people. As his disciples, 
this is what we declare. Amidst all the strife in this world, the Kingdom of God has come near. There is no better news. 


WHAT’S THE GOOD NEWS? 

This morning (July 8, 2021), there are more than 1,300 new cases of COVID in the 
province of Matanzas, where La Senda Antigua is headquartered. The hospitals 
are overrun and almost no medicine (fever reducers/antibiotics, etc) is 
available to treat the sick. What’s more, there are very few means of getting 
medicines and medical supplies to the Cuban people. In the USA, our ministry 
office has bins of these medicines and supplies waiting on an open door to 
deliver them. Consistently over the past few weeks, Cuba has reported her 
highest case numbers since the start of the pandemic. Our last quarterly update 
reported the loss of Pastor José and his Dad. Pastora Yamy and others on our 
team and their families have battled the plague, as well. Food scarcities continue 
to worsen and robberies are rising as the sense of desperation grows.


Since October 2020 five times more Cuban migrants have been intercepted 
attempting to make landfall in Florida than in the entire previous year. Our 
recent social media feeds include pleas like this one begging for help in the 
form of medicines and aid for physicians battling the contagion. The island is 
being held prisoner by a pandemic and its worst economic crisis in decades.

I haven't asked God, “why?” because He is God and I honor His 
sovereignty. So instead, I have worshiped him in the midst of my 
loss and pain. And as you know, I have decided to continue 
serving Him every day that I remain on this earth and to follow 
through on the legacy that my husband and I began together, I 
set my gaze forward and I know that this will be completely a 
work of the Holy Spirit. Only the Spirit can help me to continue 
without my beloved husband in front of and beside me. 


Our God knows what he is doing. He never does anything wrong. The Spirit led me to the scripture in Deuteronomy 10:11, 
Here He made it clear to me what I must do, that the work continues because the work is His.


I have received the strength to say, “here I am” and continue. I’ve 
been with the leadership of La Senda Antigua, laid out the forward 
vision, and expressed my desire to give my best: living as if each day 
was the last, magnifying our God, and concentrating on the salvation 
of souls. I believe and sense from God this is the most important 
thing at this time; that the passion for lost souls burns in the heart of 
the Church and Jesus commissioned us to bring them the message 
of salvation. Of course, the church will continue with all her projects 
but above all we want to focus and prioritize the reaching of souls, so 
we want to reinforce evangelism and our mission fields at this time. 


We are in the middle of a great crisis, the likes of which our country has never experienced. But the Church has seen it all 
before and must continue to be the light and salt of this world. 


Therefore, beloved, we ask with all our hearts, continue 
your prayers and financial support for the work in our 
nation. Do not let go of us ... You have been instruments by 
which we have received answer to so many prayers. We 
very grateful for how you have supported us and served 
God in our nation. My heart’s desire is that we to continue 
together with each one of you and that even many more get 
involved. 


Even in distress and crisis, we have cared for every gospel 
worker, each sick person, and all those in need. We have 
continued even when we have many limitations, and in this 
time, we have reached new lives and we managed to follow up and disciple them. The Church here is more united 
than ever, all ready to carry out our mission. 


What seemed to bring an end has become a new beginning.
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“Go,” the  Lord  said to me, 
“and lead the people on 

their way, so that they may 
enter and possess the land 
I swore to their ancestors

In 2018, Pastors Kevin, José, and Yami mapped out a financial projection covering everything we do to carry the work through the 
next decade and beyond. To express the goal, we use 100/20/20. We need to secure 140 monthly partnerships (or equivalent). 100 at 
$100, 20 at $250, 20 at $500. 140 committed people or churches can make this happen.  Change the world. Then, specific requests 
can be made of our partners for unexpected needs or new project opportunities. 


The original vision was to meet our goal across 3 years, 2019-2021. As seen below, COVID slowed our growth  in 2020, leaving us at 
1/3 committed 2/3 of the way through our 3-year plan. As our world re-engages post-pandemic, this is the best way you can 
physically help the ministry.
